Motions

Motion presented by Councillor Patch: That the Mayor request

Fire Chief Doherty, Police Chief Cafarelli, and Director of Inspectional
Services Nick Catinazzo to appear before the City Council to discuss the City
of Revere’s preparedness in the handling of a potential Ebola outbreak.
Several concerns should be discussed at this meeting: 1.) What procedures
are in place by Emergency Management to handle an outbreak? 2.) Is there a



protocol in place to quarantine residences if necessary? 3.) Do first responders
have the necessary equipment for their own safety required to handle patients
without spreading the virus? 4.) If the City does not have the proper
equipment, when will the equipment be ordered and what funding sources
will be used?

14-223 Motion presented by Councillors Arrigo and Novoselsky: That
the Mayor request the State Police to monitor traffic during the morning
commute at the Route 1A on-ramp between the Revere Beach
Parkway/Winthrop Ave. and Railroad Street. Additionally, that the Mayor
request MassHighway to provide signage and proper road surface marking to
prevent traffic violations.
