Whereas, the citizens of the City o revere stand firmly committed to quality
afterschool programs and opportunities because they provide challenging and
engaging learning experiences that help children develop social, emotional,
physical and academic skills while supporting working families, ensuring their
children are safe and productive after the traditional school day ends; and

Whereas, the City of Revere has provided significant leadership in the area of
community involvement in the educational well being of our youth, grounded
in the principle that quality afterschool programs held this year on October
22, 2015, promotes the importance of quality afterschool programs in the lives
of children and families and communities; and;

Whereas, more than 28 million children in the US have parents who work
outside the home, and 15.1 million children have no place to go after school,
and

Whereas, programs across the country are facing funding shortfalls so severe
that they are being forced to close their doors and turn off their lights; and

Whereas, the City of Revere is committed to investing in the health and safety
of all young people by providing afterschool and out of school time programs
that will help close the achievement gap and prepare young people to compete
