Although a file # is being issued, please note the following:

1) A snow storage area needs to be designated. It is noted that Appendix E states that snow shall not be plowed
to the back of the site but this is not sufficient. In addition to designating a snow storage area, the Commission
should include a condition prohibiting the dumping of snow over the retaining wall. 2) The O&M Plan states that the
water quality units should be cleaned when the level of sediment has reached 75% of capacity. How will the entity
in charge of maintenance know when 75% has been reached? Consideration should be given to visually marking
the 75% depth point on the sump. 3) There should be an item in the O&M plan for maintenance of the dog park
including who is responsible for maintenance and frequency of maintenance. 4) The staging of equipment and the
stockpiling of materials should avoid the area of the proposed subsurface infiltration systems. The limits of the
proposed subsurface infiltration systems should be clearly marked and cordoned off. 5) Regarding discussion of
Standard 7 on p. 5 of the Stormwater Report, the report states that new outfalls are not proposed but there will be
improvements to the existing outfalls which may include level spreaders or riprap. Any improvements to outfalls
should not exceed the existing outfall footprint. 6) There should be inspection ports provided for the proposed
subsurface infiltration systems. 7) Maintenance of the jelly fish water quality units should incorporate all of the
manufacturer's recommendations. The maintenance manual can be found at www.conteches.com.
